CCAD welcomes new sergeant major 

S gt. Maj. Dimpsey L. Lovell, 
USAR, comes to CCAD from 
Redstone Arsenal, Ala. where 

he served as sergeant 
major of the U.S. 
Army Aviation & 
Missile Command’s 
Intelligence and Secu-
rity Directorate from 
December 2002 to 
May 2004.  
 Lovell’s civilian 
education includes 
graduate studies in 
public administration 
at the University of 
Colorado, the Drug 
Enforcement Admini-
stration Course, the 
Federal Law Enforce-
ment Training Acad-
emy and a bachelor’s 
degree from Athens 
State University, Ala. On his military 
education, he has completed the In-
telligence Analyst Course, the Basic 
and Advance Noncommissioned Of-
ficer’s Courses and is a recent gradu-
ate of the Sergeants Major Nonresi-
dent Course at Ft. Bliss, Tex.  

 A four-year USAF veteran, Lov-
ell served in the Ala. Army National 
Guard from 1975 to 1976 and joined 

the Army Reserve in 
1982, advancing from 
the rank of sergeant to 
his present rank of ser-
geant major.  Among 
his prior military assign-
ments, Lovell lists op-
erations sergeant major 
at the National Ground 
Intelligence Center in 
Charlottesville, Va. 
from October 2001 to 
October 2002; intelli-
gence analyst at the Na-
tional Ground Intelli-
gence Center from 1990 
to 2001 and at the De-
fense  Inte l l igence 
Agency from 1987 to 
1990; and with Military 

Intelligence Detachments from 1982 
to 1987.  
 Lovell, a retired supervisory spe-
cial agent with the U.S. Treasury De-
partment’s Criminal Investigation 
Division, calls Ft. Worth, Tex. home.

Subway coming to the depot 

 Building 8 will soon be 
undergoing another facelift in the 
Branding Iron Restaurant area. 
CCAD Commander, Col Tim 
S a s se n r a t h ’ s  p l a ns ,  w i t h 
concurrence from the three labor 

union presidents, have been set in 
motion. The intent is to provide 
depot employees the best in 
healthy food choice and a pleasant 
environment in which to enjoy it.  
Those plans include closing of the 
Branding Iron Restaurant to make 
way for renovation of the existing 
facility to accommodate a Subway 
Restaurant.  
 The last day of operation 
for the Branding Iron, which has 
been around since the mid-1980s, 
is Fri., Sep. 10. During the 
renovation stage, which is slated

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Police lieutenant fits theme “Women - Inspiring Hope and Possibilities” 
 

 The CCAD Federal Women’s Pro-
gram committee celebrated Women’s 
Equality Day last Thurs. with a luncheon 
featuring Lt. Lauren White with the Cor-
pus Christi Police Department as guest 
speaker.   Col. Timothy Sassenrath, depot 
c o m m a n d e r 
welcomed the 
150 CCAD and 
Navy employ-
ees to the 
luncheon and 
joked: “I live 
w i t h  f o u r 
women and a 
female dog and 
cat, so I know 
that it’s not a 
matter of equal-
ity, but superi-
ority.” On a 
more serious 
note, Sassenrath 
c o m m e n t e d , 
“There have 
been many 
changes be-
cause quality 
women stepped 
up to fight for 
women’s rights. 
I have seen 
female employ-
ees in all areas 
of industry who 
are doing the 
same job as 
t h e i r  ma l e 
counterpar t s , 
and doing it well.” 
 White, who has been with the police 
force 20 years, is a seven-year lieutenant 
and a member of the hostage negotiations 
team. White has served as team supervi-
sor and noted that when she joined the 
force, female officers numbered 20. Since 
that time, the number has increased to 33, 

still a small fraction of the 400+ force 
strength.  
 “Female officers realize that we are 
not as big or as strong as males, so we 
take a different approach when dealing 
with individuals,” said White. “We will 

talk to the individual to get the compli-
ance we need where a male officer may 
go with the strong arm tactics. Female 
officers bring a quality to the force that 
no one else does.” 
 White spoke to the audience about 
ways a private citizen can help the police 
force. One way is to report areas where 

you see problems that need to be brought 
to the police force’s attention. “All you 
have to do,” says White, is call the dis-
patch officer and say “We do have a 
problem and we need help.”  
 The police force is no stranger to 

m a n p o w e r 
shortages. Ac-
c o r d i n g  t o 
White, fifty 
percent of ap-
plicants fail the 
police academy 
entrance exami-
nation. Of those 
do make it an-
other fifty per-
cent will fail 
the physical 
fitness exam. 
Out of fifty 
applicants who 
do make it 
through the 
1600 hours of 
classroom and 
firearms train-
ing, only 30 
may make it to 
the psychologi-
cal screening.  
 “ I t ’ s 
hard to find 
quality appli-
c a n t s  a n d 
harder yet to 
find quality 
female appli-
cants,” said 

White.  
 Although there are times when she 
does not like her job, says White, 90% of 
the time she loves what she does.  
 The average citizen like me is very 
grateful to have quality police officers 
like Lt. Lauren White on our city’s law 
enforcement team.
